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Father Joe’s Villages "3 Buildings in 1” Celebrates
Construction Milestone

At noon on April 15, 2011, Father Joe’s Villages will celebrate the topping off
of its unique new complex at St. Vincent de Paul Village in San Diego’s East

Village neighborhood. The ceremony is a milestone in the development of a
project that will serve three very different populations under one roof.

The innovative 12-story 15th and Commercial complex is truly three
buildings in one. It will house a range of services to help end the cycle of
homelessness including a child development center, long-term
transitional housing, and permanent supportive housing.

Father Joe Carroll, representatives from ROEL Construction, project
subcontractors, board members, funders, and key staff will be on hand.
Everyone present will have the opportunity to sign the final steel girder that
will be placed on top of the building.

The $60 million 15th and Commercial complex, which broke ground in May
2010, is expected to be complete by December 2011. Project funders
include the San Diego Housing Commission and First 5 San Diego.
